Call for proposals 2007
France (INRA) – HUNGARY (MTA or FVM)
Application for 2 years joint research project 

2007 – 2009 (included)

This first call for proposals is intended to support joint research projects, during 2 years for 2007-2009 (included).

Invitation

INRA (Institut National de la Recherche Agronomique) in France has signed a Memorandum of Understanding for scientific Cooperation, with the 
Hungarian Academy of Science (MTA) on January, 28, 2004 and the

Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (FVM) of Hungary, on December 22, 2006.
In application of these two agreements, a joint call for proposals is launched. 
One essential part of this co-operation is the mutual funding of joint research projects of high scientific quality and of societal relevance. 

Eligibility

Members of the INRA and Hungarian scientific communities are invited to submit proposals within the framework explored below. 

· On the French side the criterion for eligibility is : proposal must be submitted only by researcher working within an INRA research unit or in an INRA joint research unit,
· On the Hungarian side, the criteria for eligibility are: proposal must be submitted only by researcher working within a research unit under the authority of the Academy of Science of Hungary (MTA) or under the authority of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (FVM).
Duration 
The selected projects are supported for 2 years but could extended for one year, especially when Doctoral thesis are part of the project. 

A Call for Proposals will be open every 2 years.
Scientific fields 

This call for proposal is open in all disciplines within the domains of 

· Sustainable Agriculture, 

· Human Nutrition and Food safety, 
and 

· Preservation of the environment and land uses management. 

A specific attention will be focused on the following specific issues of common interest: 
· Impact of climate changes on agriculture and land uses management,

· Crop protection and emerging pests and diseases,
· Non food uses for agricultural products,
Budget on support
The provided budget for project on each side will follow the administrative and accounting rules and practices from each Party (INRA, MTA and FVM), regarding needs and expenses of each Party’s research team

The funding could include: mobility (travel, short visit, and long stay), consumable and bench fees, specific cost for meeting and result developments.

· Regarding mobility, each Party supports travel expenses and per-diem/endowment for welcoming researchers working in their own lab. Mobility covers short stays (<2 months) but could also include specific fellowship for a few months, or for all duration of the project, for PhD student or post-doctoral position. 
· This sum may include: consumable, small equipments.
· The financing may also comprise organisation of workshops or initiatives for adding value to research, in particular publications, technological transfer, especially towards the end of the project. 

Application

Each project has to be submitted in identical form to INRA and to MTA and to FVM.

Please note that the applications could be written in English to facilitate the evaluation procedures in the two countries.

Each project should have, at least one INRA research unit and one Hungarian (see eligibility criteria) partner.

Each project will be built for a 2 years duration, i.e. 2007 and 2009 (included), an extension for one year duration could be accepted in case a Doctoral thesis is part of the project, but in this case a special report is needed.

A proposal should include 

i/ an application form for identification, Form N° 1

ii/ a research program of maximally 5 pages, Form N° 2 

iii/ a detailed budget plan (eligible costs are: travels, per-diem allowance and small material), Form N° 3 and 

iv/ a CV for both partners (project coordinators), including a list of publications since 2000, separately presented for peer-reviewed papers and others. 

The research program should comprise a short state-of-the art literature review, the rationale of the project, a clear hypothesis, a description of the methodology, and finally the relevant literature references. The added value of the collaboration between the two countries should be put forward in the program.

Criteria of Selection
Besides scientific excellence and impact, the following criteria will be sought for:

· Innovation and scientific relevance, 

· Position of the project in the European and International context,

· Justification of the partnership between research teams for the achievement of the project, complementary of them, founding aspect of the set up network, and relevance of the interdisciplinary suggested,

· Adequacy of the budget to the research project,

· Socio-economic relevance and prospects
· Compliance to ethical standards

· Gender composition (as a normal institutional policy)

Time schedule 

The timeframe is as follow: 

a. the call will be opened on 


February 1st, 2007
b. the deadline for submitting full application 
April 13, 2007
c. panel evaluation 



June 11, 2007
d. final selection by 



July 9, 2007
INRA, MTA and FVM will evaluate the submitted proposals separately, followed by a common decision in consensus of which project(s) to be funded. 
With a final selection taken, in July 9, 2007, projects could be founded and would be starting in September 2007
