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LEARNing stands for Learning in European Agricultural and Rural Networks: Institutions, Networks and Governance. Researchers in our group analyse the relationships between technology and society within the agricultural sector. They produce concepts, facilitation processes and tools that support participation mechanisms for collective action at different levels. Our aim is to allow new development strategies fostering better economic and social cohesion towards sustainable development.

LEARNing group members began to share experiences in creating spaces for learning, capacity and action building in various agricultural contexts during the 1990s. Their research to date has been exciting
as well as opening new challenges in terms of collaboration
between agricultural sciences and social research.
